At the Divine Liturgy during the Great Entrance, we normally commemorate only Orthodox Christians 
by name among the living and departed since this is the Church praying for the Church.  Non-Orthodox 
are remembered liturgically in prayers at Vespers and other intercessory services of the Church. 
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On Receiving Holy Communion in the Orthodox Church: 
Only Orthodox Christians who are prepared through prayer, fasting, and a 
recent sacramental confession should approach the Chalice for the Eucharist.  
The Orthodox Church does not practice Òopen communionÓ and has no 
intercommunion w ith other churches (non-Orthodox).  If you have any questions 
concerning this, please talk to one of the priests before taking communion. 
 
And Remember… 
Éto receive Holy Communion, one should be present at the Divine Liturgy no 
later than the time for the Epistle and Gospel readings.  We feed both our minds 
and our hearts as part of the Orthodox Christian life.  
 

The ushers will dismiss you by rows to take communion.  At the 
end of the Liturgy, the ushers will dismiss you to come forward to venerate the 
cross.  Your help in this will help limit the congestion in the aisles.  Thank you!

As part of the sister diocese relationship between the Archdiocese of Bosra-Hauran and 
the Diocese of Wichita and Mid America, Father Richard Petranek of St. Paul Church 
and Father Matthew MacKay of St. Joseph Church of Houston, Texas, have been 
blessed by Metropolitan PHILIP of New York, Metropolitan SABA of Bosra, and Bishop 
BASIL of Wichita to lead a group of eighteen college age students from the Diocese of 
Mid-America on a Mission Trip to the ancient Archdiocese of Bosra in southwest Syria.  
The purpose of the two week Mission Trip (May 24th-June 7th, 2010) is to join with 
Metropolitan SABA and his clergy and laity who are valiantly laboring to rebuild the 
church temples, shrines and ministries of the Archdiocese. Our group will assist in 
refurbishing some of the church temples and properties of this ancient See. In addition, 
the group will go on pilgrimage to several of the most famous monasteries, shrines and 
historical sites of the Patriarchate of the Great City-of-God Antioch and all the East.

We are all aware of the disastrous earthquake which struck the country of 
Haiti on Tuesday that destroyed many homes and reduced much of their land to 
rubble and took many innocent lives. Thousands of homes were destroyed and 
thousands of people are still missing amid the heaps of ruins. Even the center of 
the city of Port au Prince, was heavily damaged, including the capital that was 
completely destroyed. With faith in God, these victims of this disaster are trying 
to restore some order to their shattered lives.
