Did You Know?

At the front of the church you will notice three, large gold chandeliers (hard to
miss, right?) These were ordered from Greece in the 1960s and arrived in San
Antonio to be pic ked up by Fr. Rottle and a church parishioner. The chandeliers
had to be assembled and hung by a steel beam in the ceiling because of their
weight (the large one has 54 lights and is over 500 pounds). One Sunday, after
the chandeliers had been assembledhung, and fitted with high -wattage light
bulbs, the bulbs starting exploding during the reading of the Gospel. If you
werenOt paying attention to the Gospel before that, those explosions were sure to
get your attention. Since then, the chandeliers havebeen treated with kid gloves
and low -wattage bulbs!
