The Reading is from the Epistle of St. Paul to the Hebrews
(13:7-16)

Brethren, remember your leaders, those who spoke to you the word of
God; consider the outcome of their life, and imitate their faith. Jesus Christ is the
same yesterday and today and for ever. Do not be led away by diverse and
strange teachings; for it is well that the heart be strengthened by grace, not by
foods, which have not benefited their adherents. We have an altar from which
those who serve the tent have no right to eat. For the bodies of those animals
whose blood is brought into the sanctuary by the high priest as a sacrifice for sin
are burned outside the camp. So Jesus also suffered outside the gate in order to
sanctify the people through his own blood. Therefore let us go forth to him
outside the camp and bear the abuse he endured. For here we have no lasting
city, but we seek the city which is to come. Through him then let us continually
offer up a sacrifice of praise to God, that is, the fruit of lips that acknowledge his
name. Do not neglect to do good and to share what you have, for such sacrifices
are pleasing to God.

Jacob’s well was there, and so Jesus, wearied
as he was with his journey, sat down beside the well. It was about the sixth
hour.

There came a woman of Samaria to draw water. Jesus said to her, “Give
me a drink.” For his disciples had gone away into the city to buy food. The
Samaritan woman said to him, “How is it that you, a Jew, ask a drink of me, a
woman of Samaria?” For Jews have no dealings with Samaritans. Jesus
answered her, “If you knew the gift of God, and who it is that is saying to you,

Approximately forty days after a child is born it is an Orthodox Church tradi tion
for a special service to be offered in the Church which emulates the Old
Testament custom in which the Blessed Virgin Mary brought Jesus into the
Temple on the fortieth day after His birth. At JesusO presentation, St. Simeon wa.
there having been guided by the Holy Spirit to await the baby and Simeon was
told he would not die until he beheld Christ. On seeing Jesus, and taking him in
his arms, Simeon proclaimed, OLord lettest thou Thy servant depart in peace.O
From ancient times, the church has retaned this tradition of the Forty Day
Blessing which blesses the mother who has been absent from the sacramental life
of the Church for forty days and formally presents the newborn child to the
