The Reading is from the Acts of the Holy Apostles (20:1618,2836)

Did You Know?

In all Orthodox churches, the iconostas (screen containing icons which connects
the altar area to the nave where theworshippers stand) is always laid out
following certain guidelines. The first level of the iconostas contains The Holy
Doors in the center which are flanked by the icon of Christ and John the Baptist
on the right and the Virgin Mary and Patron Saint of t he church on the left. On
the side doors, sometimes called Deacor® Doors or AngelsCDoors, the
Archangel Michael (holding a sword) and Archangel Gabriel (holding a lily) are
depicted..
