The Holy Gospel — St. John 7:37-52; 8:12

On the last day of the feast, the great day, Jesus stood up and proclaimed,
“If any one thirst, let him come to me and drink. He who believes in me, as the
scripture has said, ‘Out of his belly shall flow rivers of living water.”” Now this
he said about the Spirit, which those who believed in him were to receive; for as
yet the Spirit had not been given, because Jesus was not yet glorified.

When they heard these words, many of the people said, “This is really the
prophet.” Others said, “This is the Christ.” But some said, “Is the Christ to come
from Galilee? Has not the scripture said that the Christ is descended from
David, and comes from Bethlehem, the village where David was?” So there was
a division among the people over him. Some of them wanted to arrest him, but
no one laid hands on him.




The officers then went back to the chief priests and Pharisees, who said to
them, “Why did you not bring him?” The officers answered, “No man ever
spoke like this man!” The Pharisees answered them, “Are you led astray, you
also? Have any of the authorities or the Pharisees believed in him? But this
crowd, who do not know the law, are accursed.” Nicodemus, who had gone to
him before, and who was one of them, said to them, “Does our law judge a man
without first giving him a hearing and learning what he does?” They replied,
“Are you from Galilee too? Search and you will see that no prophet is to rise
from Galilee.”

Again Jesus spoke to them, saying, “I am the light of the world; he who
follows me will not walk in darkness, but will have the light of life.”

At the Divine Liturgy during the Great Entrance, we normally commemorate only Orthodox Christians

by name among the living and departed since this is the Church praying for the Church. Non-Orthodox
are remembered liturgically in prayers at Vespers and other intercessory services of the Church.

REMEMBER...there is no kneelin g (or prostrations) between Pascha and
Pentecost. Kneeling is reintroduced to our piety at the conclusion of the liturgy.

On Receiving Holy Communion in the Orthodox Church:

Only Orthodox Christians who are prepared through prayer, fasting, and a
recent sacramental confession should approach the Chalice for the Eucharist.
The Orthodox Church does not practice “open communion” and has no
intercommunion with other churches (non-Orthodox). If you have any questions
concerning this, please talk to one of the priests before taking communion.

And Remember...

...to receive Holy Communion, one should be present at the Divine Liturgy no
later than the time for the Epistle and Gospel readings. We feed both our minds
and our hearts as part of the Orthodox Christian life. To feast on the Lord
without listening to his words is disrespectful.

Did You Know?

Have you noticed that the clergy and altar servers usually exit the iconostas on
the left and enter through the right door? Why is that? The Archangel Gabriel
depicted on the North (left) door is the “Messenger” of the mysteries of God.
Therefore, the Deacon or Subdeacon exits that door to bring us the litanies,
epistle, or the start of a procession — a message of some kind. The South Door
(right) is typically the "entrance" door, and Archangel Michael is depicted there
because he is the Defender or Guardian of the Orthodox faith and fighter against
heresies. He guards the door to the Sanctuary.
