The Orthodox Church does not practice “open communion” and has no 
intercommunion with other churches (non-Orthodox).  If you have any questions 
concerning this, please talk to one of the priests before taking communion. 
And Remember… 
…to receive Holy Communion, one should be present at the Divine Liturgy no 
later than the time for the Epistle and Gospel readings.  We feed both our minds 
and our hearts as part of the Orthodox Christian life.

Did You Know?  
What is Prosphora and how is it used in the Divine Liturgy?   The Greek word 
Prosphora means Òan offering to GodÓ and originally referred to any offering, but 
now has come to mean specifically the loaves of bread that are used in the 
Liturgy.   The Prosphora has only four ingredients (white flour, yeast, salt, and 
water) and is stamped with a special seal bearing the image of a cross with the 
Greek letters IC XC NIKA (Jesus Christ conquers).  This sealÕs impression is 
baked into the bread and serves as a guide for the priest in preparing Holy 
Communion.   A cube is cut from the center of the seal and becomes the Lamb 
which is consecrated and becomes the Body of Christ.  Pieces are taken from the 
other loaves to commemorate the Theotokos, the nine ranks of saints, the living 
and the departed.  The remainder of the Prosphora is cut up and shared with the 
congregation at the end of the Liturgy.
